ENERGY ASSISTANCE PROGRAM HELPS
RESIDENTS SAVE ON WINTER UTILITIES

Up to $500 is available for qualifying
township residents who need assistance
paying winter heating costs.

Asst. Chief Deputy Gilda Orange said
North Township is working with res-
idents at both the East Chicago and
Hammond ofhices to maximize assistance
through the Northwest Indiana Commu-
nity Action Energy Assistance Program.

“What we do is help residents navigate
the process and maximize assistance,”
Orange said. “Typically, residents — ei-
ther homeowners or renters — qualify for
$200 to $500 to help pay electric and
gas bills, which can become overwhelm-
ing during those cold winter months.”

Final assistance dollars vary based on
individual circumstances.

EAP is available by appointment only

SHOVELING ASSISTANCE

North Township wants to match
seniors, who need help digging out,
with volunteers, who have a shovel or
snowblower. During heavy snow, the
township implements an automated
call system to help those who are
snowed-in and need help getting out.
