Reaching our youth: Our annual 13 Reasons Why Not summit educates
hundreds of teens about the special needs, vulnerabilities, risks and mental
health issues that they, or their peers, may encounter. "For many students,
this is their first opportunity to use their voice to engage with school offi-
cials,” North Township Asst. Community Development Coordinator Tavell
Grant said. "Peer-to-peer collaboration also encourages discussion of sensi-
tive topics such as bullying, suicide, sexual assault and substance abuse.”
